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That’s the headline the Association  
of Schools of Public Health invokes on its 

“This is Public Health” Web site to encourage a 

new generation to enter the field of public health. 

ASPH, which represents 40 accred-

ited public health training programs 

across the country, estimates that at 

least 250,000 more public health 

workers will be needed by 2020. In 

addition, schools of public health must train three 

times the current number of graduates over the 

next 12 years to meet this growing need. (See 

story, page 8.)

Recognizing that most people do not under-

stand public health or how it affects their daily 

lives, ASPH created the “This is Public Health” 

campaign to let people know we are only as 

healthy as the world we live in. The site also lists 

a host of reasons why people should work in 

public health. Launched during National Public 

Health Week by public health students from 17 

universities, some 30,000 “This is Public Health” 

stickers were slapped on everything 

from public buses to trash cans and 

water fountains, and photos were 

uploaded to the campaign’s interac-

tive Flickr site. View the stickers in 

your community on the site’s interactive map, join 

the campaign or watch the “This is Public Health” 

video at www.thisispublichealth.org.
